Grant Criteria
1.
The grant cannot be used to reimburse clubs for projects already undertaken and in progress, activities primarily sponsored by a non-Rotary organization, or for projects that are already completed.

2.
The project location can be domestic or international.

3.
Grant amount cannot exceed the club/clubs contribution.    
4.
The grant cannot be used for personal services, travel, or administration expenses.

5.
The grant cannot be used for construction projects or structures where people live, work, or engage in gainful activity, or for storage.

6.
A detailed progress report is required six months after the disbursement of the funds to the club.  A final detailed report is required by April 15, 2011.  The reports must include descriptions of how the project provided benefit to the community, how it involved Rotarians, how many Rotarians were involved, and a full accounting of project expenditures with all receipts.

Initial application period closes June 30, 2010.

Clubs that applied in the initial period are notified with decisions made on their applications by September 2010.


Projects must be completed April 1, 2011.


Final report and all receipts must be submitted April 15, 2011.

The district has a maximum of $113,000 available for District Grants.  Applications will be considered on a rolling basis, so clubs are encouraged to submit applications as soon as possible.  To have the best chance of a favorable decision on your club’s grant request, submit your application by June 30, 2010.
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
